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professional and personal development of each adult personality is outlined. Finnish non-formal adult education is associated
with a person-oriented learning process, in which adult learners are active consumers of knowledge and skills reproduced not
at the demand of the educational system but for personal growth and improvement. On the example of Finnish experience, the
main strategies of adult non-formal education for the needs of Ukrainian society are formulated. The fact that human capital is
considered to be an important factor in social, economic and political transformations is underlined.

TEACHING ENGLISH TO GENERATION Z
