The article explores the use of special events of socio-cultural activities in the organization of prevention of addictive
behaviour of teenagers “at risk”. The urgency and importance of using innovative approaches to the prevention of addictive
behaviour of teenagers “at risk” is indicated.

The article is dedicated to determination the place of interpersonal interaction in “soft skills” structure of pedagogical
college students. The definitions of “hard skills” and “soft skills” are examined and also their role in professional development
of pedagogical college students. The definition of “hard skills” is given as “basic competence”, which are the integration of
knowledge, experience, professionally significant personal qualities, which make a person a professional in their occupation.
