Dubina L. O. Pedagogical conditions of formation of proffessional responsibility of the worker in dual education

At the stage of the forming experiment, the hypothesis of the study was tested, the pedagogical conditions of forming the pro-
fessional responsibility of the worker in dual training were realized.

At the general stage, the dynamics of the professional responsibility of the worker in the dual training were determined.

The first pedagogical condition is the enrichment of the content of generally professional subjects of vocational training.
The realization of this condition provided the workers with a high degree of motivation to acquire knowledge and to manifest
themselves as responsible persons, professional adaptation and ability to carry out professional activity independently.

The second pedagogical condition — realization of contextual tasks in educational and professional activity — stimulated
the manifestation of professional responsibility of the worker in situations that are as close as possible to reality.

The method of acquaintance of workers with situations consisted in a step-by-step presentation of a problem with personal
and social clarification. This condition provided a conscious movement in the stages of formation of professional responsibility
in the process of mastering professional activity, expanding the value field of the individual through the dissemination of knowl-
edge, ideas and activities that reflect professionally-personal significance and awareness of the measure of responsibility.

The third pedagogical condition is the orientation of the pedagogical efforts of the production training mentor to the normali-
zation of the professional responsibility of the modern worker. The implementation of this condition ensured that the mentor mon-
itored the focus of the worker s work activity on quality, safety and economy, assessing the experience of responsible behavior in
the real world, which was recorded in the reporting documents. This pedagogical condition made it possible to realize dual training
and to ensure that the theoretical provisions of professional activity in the proper performance of their duties are put into practice.

Analysis of the data shows that by the end of the experimental work, the proportion of workers who had a high level
of professional responsibility formation had increased, and the proportion of workers who had medium and low levels had
decreased significantly. The analysis of qualitative and quantitative results of the experimental work gives grounds to claim that
the research goal was achieved, the hypothesis was proved, the task of scientific search was successfully solved.

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Dudka T. Yu. Pedagogical accents of professional training of future managers to realize monitoring functions of
regional tourist potential

Complex political, social, and economic determinants of the development of modern Ukrainian society actualize the problem
of transformation of the tourist environment based on value orientations. Concurrently, the requirements for the professional
qualities of tourism personnel as subjects of the most numerous component of the service sector increase. The increase in
the requirements for university training of future tourism managers is determined primarily by the fact that the human factor
is dominant in their future activity. Activities of a tourism specialist should be based on axiological, acmeological, humanistic,
and democratic principles, clearly expressing professional views and resisting the devaluation of social values.

Professional trainingas a pedagogical phenomenon is considered in two main contexts. First, it is a systematic entity,
which integrates from the public point of view through the specific organizations and institutions that interact through material
and information exchange. Second, professional trainingas at a higher level of integration is an element of interconnection
and interaction of its functional components such as traditions, norms, forms of production, and distribution of resources.

The pedagogical accents of professional activity is determined by the nature and dynamics of its organization and at the same
time, it reflects the nature of the activity. It is impossible, in particular, to work in the field of tourism without being aware
of the content of its activity, without treating this profession as desirable, prestigious, and conditioned by a certain social status.
The notion of high spiritual, moral, social and state value of a particular activity, considering it outstanding in the daily content,
intensifies the subject’s desire to improve in professional terms.

The basic components of the professional activity culture of a tourism manager, which motivates his performance and entrepreneurial
activity, are pragmatism and rationality, professionalism and entrepreneurship. In particular, professionalism in the historical context
was considered a cultural, as well as, economic and social category, which is meaningful, symbolic and moral.
