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Martynchuk O. V., Dovha K. R. Conceptualization of the term ''children with special educational needs"
in Ukrainian legal basis in the field of inclusive education

The article considers the conceptualisation of the term "children with special educational needs" in Ukrainian legal
framework in the field of inclusive education and presents the results of the study of the correspondence of use of this term to
the European values and guidelines in the field of education of children with special educational needs. To ensure the validity
of the provisions and conclusions of the study, qualitative content analysis was used to identify trends in the formation of the term
"children with special educational needs" in Ukrainian legislative field. The empirical materials which consisted of national
policy documents from 2010 to 2019 were analyzed, including the Laws of Ukraine, the Decree of the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine, the decrees of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine.

The analysis of conceptualization of this term allows: to determine the peculiarities of its understanding in national
legislative and regulatory documents and inconsistency with the definition given in the Framework Law of Ukraine "On
Education" (2017); record a sufficiently strong influence of the medical model on the content of the studied term, as evidenced
by the understanding of children with special educational needs as children with disabilities and disorders of psychophysical
development; to conclude that the use of the term "children with special educational needs" is not appropriate in the Ukrainian
legal framework of European values and guidelines in the field of education of children with special educational needs, to
outline the positive trends in national education in the context of its compliance with European values and guidelines in the field
of education of children with special educational needs, demonstrating the movement towards quality inclusive education in
Ukraine.

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Melnychuk I. M., Svarychevska A. P. Formation of professional competence of future specialists as pedagogical
problem of modern high school

The article outlines the relevance of implementation of the competence approach as an innovative methodological guideline
for intensification of vocational training of future specialists in High school. It has been found that the main cause of consider-
ing the result of education through the prism of concepts of “competencies”, “competence” and implementation of competence
approach is the presence of general European and world trend towards building a modern system of higher education.

An attempt to differentiate the content of concepts of “competence” and “competencies” has been made. It has been estab-
lished that competencies are divided into professional (professionally oriented), general (key, base, universal, transdisciplinary,
metaprofessional, super-professional) and academic. The main characteristics of competence have been described: universal-
ity — the main purpose and essence of competence application is to form ideas about the preconditions for successful activity;
subjectivity — competencies are always addressed to certain subject,; concreteness — competencies are always clearly defined,
such as are used for prediction of successful activity, its evaluation, defining the direction and the content of further studying
and formation of professional standards; goals-conformity — competencies, as ideas of successful activity, should meet the goals
of the activity and the essential parameters of its results, context of competencies is belonging to concrete processes and pro-
fessional functions. It has been generalized that it is important to save balance between general competencies, which have got
a wide range of applications, and special ones, which are oriented to solving concrete tasks.

1t has been summarized that the notion of “competence” is widely used in pedagogy since the 805 of the XX century in
the meaning of “educational result of activity” by person, who studies, as a direction of professional education modernization.
The concept of “competence” is interpreted as a complex, multifaceted integrative ability of personality for solving profes-
sional problems on the basis of experience and competencies. It has been summarized that formation of competence provides
continuous process, which is not limited only by vocational training. The attention is paid to the interpretation of the phrase
“professional competence”. Professional competence has been considered as a new orientation vector of modern paradigm
of education for training future specialists that must provide rethinking of their training experience, take into account funda-
mentally new approaches to its substantiation.
