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Opanasenko N. 1., Chernenko H. M. Academic integrity as one of the requirements for writing research papers
by Masters of Primary Education

The article reveals the problem of academic integrity as one of the requirements in writing academic papers by Masters
of Elementary Education. The relevance of this issue is proved, which is demonstrated by the proper number of published papers
by scholars in different fields of science. The normative documents in relation to academic integrity of the candidates for higher
education (Regulations on Academic Integrity) have been analyzed. The main principles of academic integrity have been char-
acterised: rule of law, legality, social justice, scholarship, copyright, credibility of results, professionalism and competence,
partnership and mutual assistance, openness and transparency, responsibility.

A definition of ‘academic plagiarism’— the partial or complete publication of other researchers’scientific work as the results
of one’s own research, the reproduction of others’published research and ‘self-plagiarism’— the use of personal previously pub-
lished scientific work is presented. Information about academic dishonesty as a type of violation of academic virtue in academic
writing is presented. The concepts of ‘academic fabrication’, ‘academic falsification’ and ‘cheating’ that constitute academic
dishonesty are characterised.

The following successive stages of writing a thesis for a Masters degree in elementary education are justified: choice
of topic, relevance, subject and object, purpose and objectives, search, study of literature sources and accumulation of scientific
information, selection of methods of scientific research; elaboration and analysis of research results; writing of the work and its

formatting; plagiarism check, preparation for defence and defence of scientific research.

An oriented originality scale for second (Master’s) level qualification papers is presented: high uniqueness — the paper
is sent for defence, medium — the paper is allowed for defence with revision, low — the paper requires substantial revision
and additional checking, very low — the paper is rejected without further consideration. The study presents the results of plagia-
rism-tested Master s level qualification papers that demonstrate the compliance of higher education applicants with academic
integrity requirements.

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Piddubtseva O. 1. Peculiarities of the organisation of blended learning in foreign languages at higher agricultural
education institutions

The relevance of the study is determined by the current demands on the quality of training of future specialists in agro-indus-
trial complexes and the demands of future employers for the level of proficiency in foreign language for the professional spheres
of study. This led to the search for new forms of organizing the educational process in institutions of higher education. In mod-
ern conditions, the traditional form of education can not always satisfy the demands of the labor market, as well as the needs
of higher education students who want to acquire knowledge quickly, efficiently and mobile. As a result, the scientific community
proposes blended learning as an alternative form of organizing the educational process in institutions of higher education. The
goal of this article is to identify the peculiarities of the organization of blended learning in the teaching of foreign languages
at agricultural institutions of higher education. For the study of the problem field of the selected theme we used such general
methods of scientific knowledge as analysis, synthesis, and generalization. They allowed us to analyze the new scientific devel-
opments devoted to the study of the concept of “blended learning” and to identify the benefits and problems of using different
approaches to the planning of the course. The result of the research is the characteristic of three approaches to the organization
of blended learning in the teaching of foreign languages and the identification of the peculiarities of their implementation in
the educational process. The analysis of scientific research has made it possible to state that blended learning is a promising
form of learning in agricultural institutions of higher education, which has its own features. Among them we have identified
the following: 1) flexibility and speed of adjustment to the specific educational needs; 2) a wide arsenal of systems, services,
and technologies; 3) accessibility of information resources, materials, computer programs; 4) the need to form technological
competence of teachers; 5) additional pressure on the teacher. Materials of scientific research can be used for further theoretical
and practical research with the aim of improving the educational process in institutions of higher agricultural education.
