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Vlasova 1. Funding for university industry and community engagement: experience of Great Britain

The key documents regarding the legislative support of higher education of Great Britain at the national level are analyzed.
In particular, the Higher Education and Research Act 2017.

The components and conditions of financial support for registered higher education institutions in Great Britain are clari-
fied. According to the Higher Education and Research Act 2017 the conditions of financial support include: enable the OfS to
require the repayment, in whole or in part, of sums paid by the OfS if any of the terms and conditions subject to which the sums
were paid is not complied with, require the payment of interest in respect of any period during which a sum due to the OfS in
accordance with any of the terms and conditions remains unpaid, and require a person to whom sums are paid by the OfS to
provide the OfS with any information it requests for the purpose of the exercise of any of its functions”.

Sources of state higher education funding are identified. These include: grants to higher education institutions at the expense
of: student s tuition fee; maintenance loans, maintenance grants, grants for higher education institutions and scholarships for
students from other government bodies such as UK Research and Innovation and the Department of Health and Social Care.

Funding and monitoring mechanisms for universities’ industry and community engagement have been identified. These
mechanisms contain the following components are: higher education institutions’ knowledge exchange funding in order to
ensure further growth of economic and social benefits via the Higher Education Innovation Fund for England, the monitoring
system covering wide spectrum of activities of higher education institutions; student engagement partnership to coordinate
knowledge exchange in student engagement at the national level; funding to support innovative development and strengthen
cooperation via involvement in research and innovation in a region, carried out through The Strength in Places Fund.
