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tion (the purposefulness of the communication participants’ actions), determining the content of intercultural communication,
the possibility of self-governance and self-correction). The analysis of the complex goal of foreign language learning (using
the example of English) in higher military educational institutions demonstrated that mastering the future Army officers’ readi-
ness for intercultural communication requires the cadets to achieve specialized subordinate intercultural language communica-
tive competence, the minimum sufficient development level of which should ensure the possibility and success of communication
in professional/typical language situations, clearly selected from the point of view of their occurrence probability in the pro-
fessional and non-professional activities of a graduate of the higher military educational institutions of above-mentioned type
of armed forces.

The use of situational learning methods, interactive learning tools, authentic materials, in particular art and documentary
videos, is defined as prospective vectors of innovation in the foreign language learning process by cadets at the higher military
educational institutions as a basis for the future army officers’ readiness forming for intercultural communication in profes-
sional activity The outlined innovations provide the following advantages: intercultural environment simulation, approach to
real life; conducting training on the basis of natural sound speech with the depiction of extralinguistic means and methods
of communication, associative connections establishment using polysensory perception, professional communication learning
based on the interrelationship of linguistic, communicative and extralinguistic factors, which is the basis for imitation; the use
of an emotional and motivational factor in a certain way in the foreign language learning process, etc.

Narovlyanskiy O. Domestic experience of training of heads of pupils' excursions in 1900-1917
The article is devoted to the problem of organizing the training of heads of educational excursions for students of gym-

nasiums and other secondary education institutions in the early twentieth century. Based on the analysis of various sources,
mainly publications of periodicals of the specified period, as well as reports on the held activities, manuals, etc. the main forms
of training teachers to conduct excursions with students are identified. It is determined that the lack of a training system and, as
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a result, insufficient methodological and practical training of teachers for excursion activities were one of the significant obsta-
cles to the development of educational tourism. The author highlights the first courses in the Russian Empire for the training
of leaders of student excursions, which were held in Odesa and Kyiv in 1902, 1915 and 1916. It is determined that the organizers
of the courses were public organizations (Crimean-Caucasian Mountain Club in Odesa, Kyiv Ornithological Society named
after K. F. Kessler in Kyiv), but not official educational institutions or educational authorities. The programs of the courses were
analyzed, their comparison was carried out, the topics of excursions conducted for the students and were part of the curriculum
were determined. The activities of a number of organizations on conducting domestic and foreign excursions for teachers mainly
in the summer are highlighted. The routes of teachers' excursions within the state and abroad (Europe, Middle East, United
States of America) are determined. It is indicated that the excursions were included in the program of summer "repeated” cours-
es of teachers (analogous to the current refresher courses) in particular in Kharkiv, Poltava. It is demonstrated that the activity
of training teachers to conduct educational excursions was not interrupted even during the First World War. It is shown that
in carrying out activities for the training and advanced training of excursion leaders, both the funds of educational authorities
and educational institutions, personal funds of teachers, and sponsorship were involved, both in monetary form and by provid-
ing benefits for travel and accommodation, providing the possibility of free travel by private steamships, etc.
